SECURITY REGISTRATION PROCESS 

As part of the Security Upgrade we inform Residents that we shall be commencing the 
re-registration of all residents and those holding access cards from Monday 11 July 
2011. It is anticipated that this process will take five to six weeks. 
 
The intention is to replace the current access card system with a bio metric access 
control system, although access cards may be issued in certain circumstances.  Further 
details will be communicated to Residents.

REMINDER - SEWER PUMP UPGRADE

Joburg Water shall be undertaking repairs to the sewer pump station commencing 16 
June 2011.  These repairs are to remove silt and repair a leak and will probably 
continue for the period 16 to 18 June 2011.  Joburg Water has requested that we 
inform residents that the shut down of the pump station will probably cause the sewer 



manholes to discharge sewerage.  They have requested that residents utilize toilet and 
washing facilities sparingly over this period in an effort not to exacerbate the discharge 
of sewer.  The alternative would be to close off the water mains over this period, 
however we have persuaded Joburg Water not to so.

There are fantastic 
kennel facilities within short distances of the Estate and this is the preferred care and 
housing method for pets (especially dogs) who are insecure and anxious when being 
left at a home on their own with someone visiting once or twice daily to feed and 
exercise them.  This will also cause the animals to bark and howl constantly 
throughout the day which is extremely difficult (and irritating) for neighbours to deal 
with on a consistent and daily basis.
