SECURITY UPGRADE UPDATE 

The security upgrade project is progressing according to plan and the contractors have 
commissioned 10 of the new monitoring stations to the satisfaction of the consultants 
and the Dainfern management team. This means the northern side of the estate from 
the Cedar Road entrance to the top North Western corner is now fully operational with 
all the sensors and electrification reporting alarms back to the security control room. 
The balance of the stations are being brought on line as they are completed, tested and 
commissioned. 
 
In addition the final section of the new fibre optic has been installed and 
commissioned so we now have the complete ring around the estate ensuring 
redundancy and higher level of availability for the project.
